Rest and Refreshment 

 
In late June, I was at a gathering of the clergy of the Watchung Convocation with Bishop Councell at St. 
Thomas’ Church in Alexandria (Pittstown). If you’ve ever been there you know it is a beautiful old stone 
church surrounded by gardens and farm fields. We sat outside under the trees and, as we often do when the 
Clericus gathers, we each spent a few minutes sharing significant moments in our lives, both personal and 
pastoral.  
 
Not surprisingly, many spoke with anticipation about vacation plans. For some, the draw is seeing a new 
part of the world (Bishop Councell is going to England, Ireland and Peru!); for others, it is a chance for 
refreshment after difficult times (one of my colleagues has had three major deaths in his family in the past 
year and a half, as well as some challenges in the parish he serves).  I shared my excitement about the 
bicycle tour in Ohio that Amy Myzie, my sister, Helen, I and around 2,000 other people will be starting two 
days from when I am writing these words.  For all of us, as I’m sure, for many of you, the chance to get 
away from our normal routines and the cares of ordinary life is a treasured opportunity. 
 
We treasure vacation times, in part for the same reason that in the Hebrew Scriptures God commanded the 
people of Israel to keep a weekly Sabbath Day – a day without the obligations of work; indeed a day on 
which any laborious activity is prohibited.  The command to rest is given because human beings need rest 
and refreshment – physically, spiritually, emotionally.  When we are able, we take a week or two in the 
summer for an extended period of renewal.   
 
But as the Sabbath commandment teaches, we need also to do that on a weekly basis -- and that is often hard 
for many of us in our hectic, fast-paced life.  Technology makes it easier to work on the weekends and 
evenings. When we’re not working at our jobs, we’re still often just as busy working around the house, 
running errands, taking kids to activities. It’s almost as if we are afraid that if we stop to rest, we will fall 
apart, or our little corner of the world will. 
 
But the truth is, God knows we need rest and refreshment – on summer vacations as well as in weekly 
Sabbath time.  We need to stop; to take joy in God’s creation; to let our hearts, souls and bodies be renewed; 
to be made whole.  The world around us won’t help us do this. We’ll need to choose it ourselves.  But when 
we do, we will find great blessing.

It would also be a good time to call and meet with Father Zamboni to 
discuss your spiritually needs.   
 
As good Stewards, it is also important to maintain our annual pledges during the summer months.  Our 
offerings, as you know, make it possible for the Church to pay its monthly bills and carry out it mission in 
Christ’s name.  To accomplish this, you might consider making your offering by the month instead of by the 
week.  If you bank on line, you could send your offering as a one time payment.  Also you may want to 
make a one time extra donation to highlight your thankfulness of your blessings.  No offering is too humble 
or too extravagant if given from the heart.
